Unfinished Business
A. Other Business
Safety Committee page of My Forester was updated to include the new safety committee members.  The page will be kept updated to enable members to access safety related material.

Distracted Driving Policy – Leslie Chapman reported that the policy is in place and applies to any mobile device.  The shuttle bus driver will be instructed to pull over if he ever has to use the phone.

Dave Siebert reported that the ice rink ammonia plan continues to be revised.

Bloodborne pathogen clean-up kits for the residence life staff have not been obtained.  Dave Siebert will speak with Nick Schmidt from Aramark regarding obtaining these kits.  The information pertaining to the kits will also be shared with the Theater Department.  
III. New Business

A. Accident Review (employees and student employees)


Since the prior safety committee meeting there have been two reported incidents with an injury to a coach at the tennis courts and one injury to a Public Safety Officer.
There were two general liability claims submitted both dealing with visitors who tripped over a riser in the Sports Center and a fall into a hole outside of Blackstone Hall.

The incident in the Sports Center was reviewed and Brian Bruha was asked to remove the risers in the hallway adjacent to the handball courts.  The coach who uses the risers will be provided with a stool that will not be left in the hallway.

There have been seven auto claims for the current policy period.

D.  Safety policy creation, evaluation, updates

The OSHA hazard communication regulations have been modified and the college will have to make appropriate changes to the policy in order to maintain compliance.  The changes are not required to be implemented until December, 2013.  Because there will likely be challenges to the current proposed regulations no action will be taken until the spring of 2013.
E. Other business
The homecoming parade included students hanging and standing on moving autos without any protection.  Carolyn Golz will speak with Bill Dlugokienski about increasing supervision of participants at future events.
Golf carts usage by non-authorized persons hired by the Gates Center occurred during homecoming.  The contract used by the Gates Center to hire outside groups will be modified to include the golf cart policy requirements.

Brian Bruha raised concern over the east end of Farwell Field, specifically the potential for visitor injuries from balls leaving the playing field.  Brian suggested installing a net similar to the one installed at the softball field that would reduce the exposure.  Bob Boutin will attend a football game and a soccer game to observe pre-game warm ups and game action.  Bob will share his findings with Brian and offer suggestions if necessary.
Lighting outside of Johnson D nearest Facman has been found to be deficient at the handicap parking spots as reported by Leslie Chapman.  Dave Siebert indicated that there were no lights previously at this spot partially out of concern over driver visibility being impaired.  The cost of adding a light and pole would be approximately $5,000.00.  There are similar issues between the library and the parking lot.
Karen Lebergott asked about the oily rag container used in the Art Department and the issue of disposing of used rags.   Bob Boutin will check the NFPA regulations regarding the frequency rags should be disposed of and then share this information to Karen.
The new Director of Wellness, Jennifer Jeziorski and Nick Schmidt from Aramark will be asked to participate on the Safety Committee.
